
CROATIA – A HIDDEN GEM: 
Impress your palate, revive your senses, enrich your knowledge, walk off the 

beaten paths

Day 1 – Zagreb, the capital of Croatia

Arrival  to Zaigreb airport.  Meet & greet by an English speaking guide.  Transfer to hotel. 
According to time of arrival, possibility of organizing a guided visit of Zagreb. Dinner in a local 
restaurant. Overnight in hotel (bed & breakfast).

Day 2 – National Park "Plitvice lakes" – UNESCO world heritage site

After breakfast, transfer to Plitvice lakes (UNESCO world natural heritage site). On the way, 
possibility of making a stop in a nice village Rastoke, with old watermills. There, on a local 
propriety, it is possible to have a short 30-45 min visit with a guide, presenting village life, its 
history, etc., and after to taste traditional bread, pie, sour milk, cheese, etc. Arrival to Plitvice 
and accommodation in a hotel. The rest of the day free for exploring the wondrous Plitvice 
lakes national park, with 16 beautiful lakes culminating in 78 m high „Big waterfall“ – the 
highest waterfall in Croatia. Possibility of organizing lunch in a local restaurant, tasting trouts 
or other river fish, for which the area is widely known. Overnight in the hotel (halfboard).
